These Library events range from reading discussions, to National Library Week celebrations, to ñA Poem in Your 
Pocketò poetry readings, to debates on global warming.  On May 20-21, the Library held The Last Lecture reading 
circle for students which included  the lecture captured on DVD by Professor Randy Pausch (Day 1) and a book 
discussion (Day 2).  Other Library reading discussions covered  these topics--One Minute Manager,  Stephen King 
Short Stories, and The Case for Christ.  

In February 2009, the Library sponsored a debate related to the book, An Inconvenient Truth, by Al Gore. Two stu-
dent teams debated whether global warming is caused by human activity or if it is part of the earthôs natural cycle.

When we feel 
down we must not give up, we need to keep on trying until we reach the top. After the reading, a treasure hunt was 
held for students to explore the Libraryôs resources and be rewarded with chocolate-filled Easter eggs discovered 
in the Libraryôs book stacks.
